Texas is the second largest state in terms of population (2nd to CA) and area (2nd to AK). In terms of number of people, Texas’ growth exceeds that of all other states between 2010 and 2020. Texas has added over 4.2 million people between April 1, 2010 and July 1, 2020. This puts Texas on track to meet or surpass the number of people added in the last census when Texas gained 4 congressional seats. Projections from multiple sources anticipate Texas will gain 3 congressional districts after the 2020 census.

The Texas Demographic Center produces population projections for the state. In comparing these projections, to the Census Bureau’s population estimates since 2010, we see the Texas Demographic Center is closely aligned with the Census Bureau estimates trend. TDC projections indicate Texas will grow to just under 29.7 million by 2020.

Population projections by race and ethnicity suggest that Latino’s are and will increasingly be the largest race/ethnic group. NH Black and NH Asian populations in Texas are projected to grow steadily. The non-Hispanic white population is projected to grow but at a slower pace.

Counties included wholly or partially in Senate District 30: Archer, Clay, Collin, Cooke, Denton, Erath,
Grayson, Jack, Montague, Palo Pinto, Parker, Wichita, Wise, and Young.

Between 2010 and 2020, more than half of the counties in Senate District 30 are projected to grow in
population size, with the exception of Archer, Clay, Jack, Montague, and Palo Pinto counties. During this
time, the non-Hispanic (NH) White population is projected to decline in population size in more than half
of the counties, whereas the Hispanic, NH Asian, and NH Other population groups are projected to grow

in population size in all counties. The NH Black population is projected to grow in population size in all
counties but Wichita County.

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Census Bureau Continues Practice of
Evaluating Decennial Count

DEC. 7, 2020 — The U.S. Census Bureau announced updated plans for releasing
information about quality along with the first results from the census, including
releasing an unprecedented number of data quality indicators.

Each decade, the Census Bureau conducts extensive evaluations of the census and
releases a variety of data quality metrics. Given the unique challenges that the
COVID-19 pandemic posed to the 2020 Census, the Census Bureau plans to
release additional data quality metrics.

In addition to upcoming quality metrics planned for release, the Census Bureau
will engage in other evaluations of the 2020 Census in the coming months and
years, including:

e Working with outside experts to evaluate data quality.
e Conducting extensive evaluations and assessments of 2020 Census operations.
e Comparing the 2020 Census results to other population totals.

All of these efforts support the evaluation of the quality of a census — analyzing
the process, reviewing data carefully and comparing the results to other
population totals.
